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Strickland turns
sure loss into victory

Earl Strickland was the pre-tournament favorite at
the Clyde Childress Open. After five sessions it was
even more evident as he shot a class above the rest
of the field averaging an .885 TPA. Keith McCready on
the other hand wasn't shooting as well, but continued
ta win despite a mediocre .B823 TPA. As these two
players squared off for the first time, they were the
two remaining players in the winner's bracket.

Strickland played his worst set of the tournament
(.810), while McCready played quite well (.857) beat-
ing Earl 11-B and sending him to the loser's bracket.
The rumblings were that McCready had Strickland's
"number™! Earl then polished off third place finisher
David Howard 11-2 with an .899 bringing about the
final confrontation(s) between himself and McCready.
Earl, of course, had to beat Keith twice. After 40
minutes, the score was 10-9, Keith's favor (no slow
play here). McCready then made two balls on the
break, ran another three, and it looked like it was
all over but the shoutin'. Not so fast,..Keith missed
an easy 5 ball with an equally easy run out! Needless
to say, Keith was doomed. Earl won that set, and shot
his normal game in the final set (.876) taking the
lead 5-0, then 9-2, and finally even after a stong
drive by McCready, cashed in at 11-6 for the $10,000
first prize plus a $3,000 ring.

Notable matches

There were countless sessions deserving of mention,
but limited space forces me to review only a few. The
number in parentheses is the player's TPA for that

session.

Louie Roberts (.807) was never ahead throughout the
entire set until Ray Martin (.770) scratched on the
eight ball at 10-10!

Buddy Hell (.940) missed only one ball while thrash-
ing Billy Incardona (.738) 11-2. Billy also made the
game quite easy for Buddy.

In a most uneventful two hour match, Ed Kelly (.697)
and Rick Dumser (.669) had the dubious distinction of
